Timing and Transportation
The length of your visit is up to you, pending availability. The dates just need to fall within the 
program windows of August 24 – October 30, 2020, and there is a two night minimum. Arrivals can 
be any time after 2pm, and departures are before 10am. Families will also need to arrange their 
own transportation to and from 100 Elk Outdoor Center.

Cost
The daily base rate is $120 for the first person + $50 for each additional person in your cabin. 
The base rate includes lodging, three meals a day (Saturday - Thursday) and there is a two night 
minimum. Anytime and afternoon activities are also included, with private lessons and weekend 
activities available for an additional cost (see above).

Deluxe accommodations are available for a one-time fee:

$150 per person for deluxe double occupancy  |  $225 per person for deluxe single occupancy
